The Rectory Common is being used
by our communities. The Merry-Go-
Round Thrift Boutique provides
clothes for infants and supports the
Eden Nursery School that is adding an
afternoon program and summer camp.
We have created a partnership to pur-
chase fuel oil jointly, and we burg-
newable energy through Maine Inter-
faith Power and Light. The congrega-
tion and community have responded
by committing more than eight hun-
dred and fifty thousand dollars toward
our goals.

The Vestry team presents the issues
and options, but as we have learned in
restoring the windows one by one, we
welcome others, one at a time. Vitality
stems from persistently making the
choice to put our resources to good
purpose, and it requires us further still,
to leave the familiar and strike out, be-
lieving that God will meet us where
we have not yet gone.
